Take the Tram Tour (472-1351) for an environmentally
friendly and educational way to see the Refuge with a naturalist!
Visitors can walk the Indigo Trail on Fridays. **Two miles east of the
main entrance at the north end of Tarpon Bay Road, you will find the
official Refuge concessionaire, TARPON BAY EXPLORERS,
offering rentals of kayaks, bikes, and boats, as well as guided tours
designed to be both educational and fun. A Guided Kayak Tour or
Nature and Sea Life Cruise offer an opportunity to see wildlife and
discover the refuge with a naturalist by your side!
