#5 J. N. “Ding” Darling National Wildlife Refuge: The main 
entrance of the Refuge is located on Sanibel-Captiva Road 
near mile marker 2, closed Fridays. Visitor & Education Center 
(472-1100) is open from 9:00am to 4:00pm seven days a 
week and offers free talks, tours and eco-activities. The famed 
Wildlife Drive is open to bikers, hikers and cars during daytime 
hours,  
7:00am-7:00pm Saturday through Thursday DRIVE CLOSED 
FRIDAYS.   Take the Tram Tour (472-1351) for an environmentally 

friendly and educational way to see the Refuge with a naturalist!  
Visitors can walk the Indigo Trail on Fridays. **Two miles east of the 
main entrance at the north end of Tarpon Bay Road, you will find the 
official Refuge concessionaire, TARPON BAY EXPLORERS, offering 
rentals of kayaks, bikes, and boats, stand up paddleboard, as well as 
guided tours designed to be both educational and fun.
